Scholarship Application FAQ
A) Who is eligible?

a. To qualify for the scholarship, you must be (as of October 15th of the application year)

i. A freshman, sophomore, or junior at the University of Oklahoma.

ii. A member in good standing of Triangle Fraternity.

iii. Enrolled as a Full-time student (12 credit hours or more)

B) What is meant by ‘Approximate University-owed and Student Loan Debt’?

a. This is meant to quickly encapsulate how much money is owed currently towards your pursuance of a collegiate degree.  This should include only debt owed by yourself (or your parents) by a student loan vendor either from the University or from a third-party source.  This does not include:

i. Fraternity/social debt or fees

ii. Money owed to family members for collegiate or living expenses

iii. Credit Card or Automotive debt

iv. Mortgage/Rent, Food or living expenses while going to school

C) If no one applies for this scholarship then what happens?
a. If no applications are received by the deadline, then the scholarship fund will go un-awarded for that calendar year.  If the only applications received are of poor quality, or not commensurate of good work, then the Scholarship Committee may (at its discretion) fail to award a scholarship for that calendar year.
